I was able to meet Graham & Maren Buckett during the afternoon, who had been invited in 
anticipation of moving into Applewood the first week in April.  
 
It was a great initiative of Management to include so many of our new friends and to also 
provide an excellent buffet selection of beautifully presented food and drinks.

Since commencing records taken from January 2022, the Welcome program has been 
extended to a total of 68 Villas and Apartments, welcoming 103 residents to Applewood.
